WATER QUALITY - President Dave Dailey

- Weeds have done well. The wind did blow dead weeds
into the North end of the Bay and the

harvester crew said they did not have a permit to go in
there. Joe vanCura was able to rig a

device that helped round-up some of the floating debris.
-Dave will begin the permit process for weed treatment in
October with the hopes it has gone )
through by June.

- Dave mentioned that the Bay was tested in 2016 —and
deemed to be eutrophic — containing a lot of phosphorus
and nitrogen.

- Zebra Mussles and Cormorants — black ducklike birds —
are becoming a problem on East Bay. Cormorants are
especially invasive, and they destroy trees that results in
weakened barrier bars. Zebra Mussels normally attach to
rocks and hard surfaces but appear to have adapted in
east bay and van be found attached to weeds.

Safe Harbor - Ray Seigfred — Vice President

- Ray noted that the jetty wall continues to do its job
despite the bulges that have appeared in it.

- The channel is narrowing but remains open and
navigable.

- Ray reminded us that we are no longer required to close
the channel in the Fall.
